The Spring Conference offers a unique learning experience though large group meetings & dialogue, didactic 
information sharing, and small process group experiences. Our goal is to provide a relaxed learning 
environment in which you can integrate a deeper understanding of the conference theme into your group 
leadership style and clinical practice. 
 
SOCIAL DREAMING MATRIX: IMAGE & SYMBOL 
 
Imagine a large group with everyone sharing their dreams without interpretation in ‘a space out of which 
something grows’—a matrix. Social dreaming is an innovative way of working with dreams that moves us 
beyond the individual dreamer into a group experience of discovery, creativity and dialogue. Members are 
invited to share their dreams and associations and to collaborate without interpretation or clinical 
commentary. Three Social Dreaming Matrix sessions, each with an accompanying dialogue segment, will 
alternate with small process groups dispersed over two days.  A plenary to discuss realizations and 
implications for practice will conclude the conference.

• Gain knowledge of Social Dreaming and its implications for practice. 
• Learn the distinctions between social and therapeutic dreams. 
• Become sensitized to dream language and patterns.
